The TUD Alumni Vietnam associa-
tion (TUDAV) was founded in 1994
on the initiative of Vietnamese TUD
alumni. The objective was and is to
bring together Vietnamese alumni
of TU Dresden in their home
country. The goal is to establish
contact with each other. Itis
maintained and strengthened
through annual meetings, excur-
sions and theater visits, which are
all part of the association’s
activities.

Today, the association has around
200 members. These are not only
in contact with TU Dresden, but
also with German institutions in
Vietnam. Since 1995, TUDAV has
been a branch of the central
Vietnamese-German Friendship
Association in Hanoi, the capital of
Vietnam. As such, the association
also organizes meetings with
various German delegations. For
example, the association welcomed
two delegations from TUD and the
then Deputy Mayor of Dresden,
Dirk Hilbert, to Hanoi. Many
members of the association studied
at TUD before reunification, and
some are now entering retirement
age. The TUDAV members meet
twice a year. The Christmas
get-together has become a
tradition, which of course includes
real Dresden stollen! A second
meeting usually takes place in the
summer. Between 50 and 60
members get involved in the club
meetings. Many have known each
other for years and many friend-
ships have grown out of these
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meetings. They are all connected by
their studies or time researching at
TUD. They regularly exchange
information about events, news
from Dresden and German-Viet-
namese relations.

TUDAV can engage with any
subject. All alumni help and
support one another and pass on
their experience. The Vietnamese
alumni are very interested in
obtaining more information and
contacts in the field of business
and industry in Germany and in
intensifying cooperation.

The Germany Alumni Green Group
initiative was formed from the circle
of TUD alumni in Vietnam. The
group aims to bring together all
German alumni in Vietnam who
work in environmental protection
and environmental sciences. The
main purpose is to introduce
different generations of alumni to
one another and to intensify
scientific and technical cooperation
between Vietnamese scientists and
research institutions in Germany.

TU Dresden has always had
Hungarian students. The double
cultural bond formed between the
alumni during their four to five
years of study lasts a lifetime. The
most active among them founded
the Association of German Aca-
demics from Hungary (DU) in 1994.
It is committed to Hungarian
alumni from all German universi-
ties; however, many members of
the association have their academic
roots at TU Dresden.

The association is committed to
maintaining contact between its
members and also wants to help
deepen German-Hungarian
relations. An important part of the
DU program is the annual confer-
ence, in which topics from the field
of business and culture are
discussed - usually from a special
German-Hungarian-Euro- pean
perspective. It deals with topics
such as 1,100 years of German-Hun-
garian relations, bilingualism,
Germans and Hungarians, seen
through the eyes of their neighbors
or Patriotism in the EU.

The cultivation of German student
traditions at Kinderfasching and
Oktoberfest are among the associ-
ation's most popular activities.

The association regularly publishes
alumni news, three times a year,
with articles in Hungarian and
German. To mark the association’s
tenth anniversary, there was a
commemorative edition with
biographies, anecdotes and photos
of the alumni.

These activities are complemented
by events, excursions, children’s
programs and gatherings organized
by groups of friends in a particular
region or by a particular year of
alumni.

The association currently has
around 1,200 members, more than
half of whom studied in Dresden.

In 2010, TU Dresden joined forces
with 14 partners from science and
culture to form the DRESDEN-con-
cept e. V. association. This was a
complete success: DRESDEN-con-
cept proved to be a significant
factor in the federal and state
excellence competitions, in which
TU Dresden was able to gain the
excellence title in 2012 and defend
it again in 2019. The association
now comprises 37 member
institutions, including TU Dresden,
local institutions of the Max Planck
Society, the Leibniz Association, the
Helmholtz Association and the
Fraunhofer Society as well as
renowned, research-active cultural
institutions.

The partners cooperate closely with
each other and make the best
possible use of synergies in
research and teaching as well as in
infrastructure and administration.
Examples of this include the
identification and coordination of
research priorities and the joint use
of infrastructures, as well as the
joint recruitment of talented
individuals and internationally-re-
nowned, top talent for Dresden as
a research location.

In 1993, five universities from
Saxony, Poland and the Czech
Republic founded a model project
for joint, cross-border learning.
Since 2013, the International
University Institute (IHI) Zittau has
been a central scientific institution
of TU Dresden. The institute, with
eleven Chairs, four of which are
cooperative with institutions of the
Leibniz Association, stands for the
motto “Biodiversity and Responsi-
ble Management.” With non-univer-
sity partners (Senckenberg and
Institute for Ecological Planning - IOR)
and partner faculties within

TU Dresden (Environmental
Sciences, Economics and Biology),
teaching and research is carried
out on the topics of ecosystem
services, sustainability and their
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management. Studying in an
informal atmosphere and a
highly-international setting - that
really is something speciall

You can experience this in the five
Master's degree courses at IH|
Zittau:

Biotechnology and Applied
Ecology (Master of Science)
Business Ethics and Responsible
Management (Master of Arts)
Ecosystem Services (Master of
Science)

International Management
(Master of Science)

Organismic and Molecular
Biodiversity (Master of Science)

On average, 300 students are
enrolled here. They hail from
around 40 nations on four conti-
nents and study together in this
interdisciplinary and family-oriented
environment. Small student groups,
excellent supervision and attractive
living costs when studying at the
border triangle between Germany,
Poland and the Czech Republic are
just some of the benefits that
students particularly appreciate.

The Ecosystem Services and
Organismic and Molecular Biodiver-
sity degree courses, which are
taught entirely in English, benefit
from the research-strong Chairs
and enjoy great popularity, both
nationally and internationally.
Students on the Biotechnology and
Applied Ecology degree program
are also very close to the research
process. By cooperating with
researchers in state-of-the-art
laboratories and taking part in
numerous excursions, students
acquire valuable skills that prepare
them perfectly for their future
careers.

The International Management
course scores highly with students
thanks to its attractive double
degree program option: With
semesters abroad at the University
of Economics in Wroctaw, Andrassy
University in Budapest or the
University of Pardubice, they have
the opportunity to obtain two
diplomas. The Central European
Campus Neisse/Nisa with TU
Liberec offers a special variant of

the double degree. These two study

locations (Zittau and Liberec in the
Czech Republic) are just over half
an hour away from each other by
train. This means that the syllabus
can be put together very flexibly at
two locations in two countries. In
the unique Business Ethics and
Responsible Management degree
program, students learn how
responsible management can be
implemented and what particular
challenges exist in an international
context.
